The school board has approved the budget for the 2017-18 school year and for the fourth year in a row, is asking for 
fewer tax dollars than the year prior.  We have no debt and have been able to update our facilities through our 
depreciation and special building funds.  Our budget is about as tight as it can be, so we are not sure this trend will 
continue.  The staff does a great job of teaching while remaining as fiscally responsible as we are able.
