Breakfast and lunch prices have been set for the 2014-15 school year. Lunch
prices for students in grades K-6 are $2.65 per meal, 7th-12th are $2.75, employees
are $3.30 and guests are $4.00. Students who qualify for reduced price meals will
pay $0.40. Breakfast prices are $1.50 for students and $1.75 for adults. Students
who qualify for reduced price meals will pay $0.20. The milk price is $0.40.
Kindergarten students will have their afternoon milk included in their lunch
accounts. This amount is entered on your child’s lunch account every two weeks.
